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SUMMARY & BACKGROUND

On March 11, 2021, the President signed into law the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 (ARP). ARP makes available $122.8 billion nationally in
a third round of Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief (ESSER) funds. New York State has been allocated nearly $9 billion under
the ARP Act's Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief (ESSER) Fund. The ARP Act requires that a minimum of $8.09 billion (90
percent) be allocated to LEAs, including charter schools and Special Act School Districts that are LEAs. Pursuant to the terms of the ARP Act,
LEA allocations have been calculated using the relative shares of grants awarded under Title |, Part A of the ESEA for the most recent federal

fiscal year (2020). Each eligible LEA’'s ARP-ESSER allocation may be found HERE.

Under section 2001(d)(2) of ARP Act of 2021, each State Educational Agency (SEA) must make ARP-ESSER allocations to LEAs in an
expedited and timely manner and, to the extent practicable, not later than 60 days after the SEA receives its ARP-ESSER funds. The first portion
of ARP-ESSER Funds was awarded to states on March 24, 2021, and 60 days from that day is May 24, 2021.

NYSED will issue a
Grant Award Notice (GAN) to the LEA after the LEA's application is fully reviewed and approved by NYSED. Part 2 will address several of the

plan-related assurances an LEA must provide in Part 1 of the application process.

We accomplished this by providing a survey seeking the input of our stakeholders, including families, staff and faculty, and
school leadership, on the use of our funds. The survey included an opportunity for respondents to express their priorities for supporting
students as they return to school after COVID-19. The survey was sent to our community in winter 2021-22, including parents and staff.
We used the results of this survey to design our final spending plan for spending ARP funds. We are planning to use the same survey to

solicit feedback from our community as we continue to implement the plan.

The post-pandemic guidance counselor creates developmentally appropriate SEL lessons based on the American School Counselor
Association (ASCA) National Model standards and CASEL'’s Framework. The counselor utilizes activities and resources from ASCA’s
website, TeachersPayTeachers, Panorama playbook, and Nearpod programs. Lessons are given to all middle school students during
school-wide assemblies, classroom settings, and in small groups.

In 2022-23, we will begin hiring additional reading and math support teachers. Due to the generous length of the ARP grant period -
schools like ours can wait and use data from the immediate post-pandemic year of 2021-22 in order to ascertain the greatest need. We
anticipate this need will be in middle school reading and math - and will likely use ARP funds for at least three middle school Response

to Intervention (Rtl) Math and Reading support.

We are also purchasing assessments for our students. Administering these assessments will help us identify students in need of
additional academic support. These include | Ready, NWEA, as well as new assessments to potentially monitor the Social-emotional
health. We would like to keep this particular assessment category somewhat fluid - as we do not want to buy too many assessments
early on. We envision using the full length of this grant eligibility period to purchase diagnostic, SEL and other referenced assessments
that measures reading, Math and SEI status. Please see helow

Due to students’ inability to have intense instruction to increase their writing skills while receiving 1 % years of virtual schooling, all

incoming 10th and 11th-grade students must take the RTI Writing course. This year-long course builds students’ performance on the

Regents CRQ writing questions to result in higher CRQ performance.

LiveSchool, the school's behavior monitoring system, will be used to identify students with recurring behavioral infractions due to their
inability to solve conflicts with peers independently. The middle school counselor conducts conflict-resolution sessions to teach
students to resolve disputes without violent behavior. The success of these conflict-resolution sessions decreases behavioral violations

of session attendees resulting in an increase of their academic performance.

When staff become aware of students who have been inadvertently affected by COVID and other life-changing events, that information
is shared with school counselors. The counselors conduct individual counseling sessions with affected students and offer community

resources for a well-rounded approach to student and family support. The success of the counselors’ help is measured by the student’s

ability to perform academically and emotionally in his classes resulting in an increase of their academic performance.

Our staff members are committed to supporting all students, including our students disproportionately impacted by the COVID-19
pandemic, with the transition back to in-person learning. We will ensure that the interventions we implement, including but not limited to
the interventions implemented under section 2001(e)(1) - the required reserve of 20% of funds - to address the academic impact of lost
instructional time, will respond to the academic, social, emotional, and mental health needs of all students, and particularly those
students disproportionately impacted by the COVID19 pandemic, including students from low-income families, students of color, English
learners, children with disabilities, students experiencing homelessness, children in foster care, and migratory students.

Social-emotional needs for at-risk students:
« Students that have been identified as struggling with conflict-resolution skills (as per LiveSchool) receive small group counseling
sessions to learn those skills
Mental health needs for at-risk students:
« Students who have experienced death due to COVID, or other reasons, of family members, receive individual counseling with the

school’s counseling department and are referred to outside resources the entire family can take advantage of.
